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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

The purpose of this document is to report the findings of a Phase I Environmental Site
Assessment (ESA) conducted for a site known as the Hope Highway 32 Industrial Site, with
six lots totaling 378 acres, located just east of the Hope Municipal Airport, Arkansas off of
Arkansas State Highway 32, Hope, Hempstead County, Arkansas (hereafter “the Property”).
The Phase I ESA was conducted in accordance with the American Society for Testing and
Materials (ASTM) Standard Practice E1527-13, and consisted of a records review of
reasonably ascertainable environmental and historical record sources, a site reconnaissance,
interviews with key site managers, occupants, local governmental agencies and/or other
persons with knowledge of the Property. The site visit was conducted on November 14, 2017
by Burgess & Niple, Inc. (B&N) Environmental Professional Ms. Krista N. Carter. Ms. Carter
is the principal author of this report. The report was reviewed by Mr. David Walker. The
User of this Phase I ESA is American Electric Power (AEP).

Findings of this Phase I ESA are summarized as follows:

. The Property, currently vacant and pastureland, consists of a total of 378 acres, split
into six separate lots. The Property is accessed by U.S. 278 West and State Highway 32
North. During World War II (WWII), it was utilized by the military. Ultilities
currently provided on the site include electric, water, sanitary sewer, and
telecommunications/ fiber optics.

. The Property is currently vacant. There are three structures located on the 162-acre
lot, south of State Highway 32 North. These structures are a dilapidated barn, an old
residential well house, and a chlorine storage building owned by Hope Water & Light.
Several light industrial properties are adjacent to the north, west, south, and east.

. The three structures present include a dilapidated barn, an old residential well house,
and a chlorine storage building owned by Hope Water & Light. The interior of the
dilapidated barn and the old residential well house were littered with unknown
substance containers with staining on the dirt floor of the barn.

. The U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Freedom of Information Act (FOIA)
request for the records for the property to the north, Grace Sierra, located at
3713 Highway 32, will not be available until late December. This is beyond reasonably
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ascertainable information and is not included as part of this assessment. If
information becomes available that is pertinent to possible impacts to the Property,
an addendum letter with those files will be issued to the User.

B&N has performed a Phase I ESA in conformance with the scope and limitations of ASTM
Practice E1527-13 for the Property. Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this practice are
described in Section 1.4 of this report. This assessment has revealed no evidence of
recognized environmental conditions (RECs) in connection with the Property except for the

following:

. Oil staining in the dilapidated barn indicates a possible release. Further remediation
of this area is warranted to ensure no impacted soil remains on the Property during
development.

. Multiple substance containers and household trash was observed in the former well

house and dilapidated barn. These items must be cleaned up.

. Until U.S. EPA records for the northern adjacent parcel are reviewed, it is unknown if
any impacts to the Property are present. If pertinent information becomes available
after the submittal of this report, an addendum letter with summaries of impacts will
be submitted to the User.
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1.0 INTRODUCTION

1.1 Purpose

The purpose of this document is to report the findings of a Phase I Environmental Site
Assessment (ESA) conducted for a site known as the Hope Highway 32 Industrial Site, with
six lots totaling 378 acres, located just east of the Hope Municipal Airport off of Arkansas
State Highway 32, Hope, Hempstead County, Arkansas (hereafter “the Property”).

1.2 Detailed Scope of Services

This Phase I ESA was prepared in accordance with the format and procedures outlined by
the American Society for Testing and Materials (ASTM) in its Standard Practice E1527-13.
Completion of a Phase I ESA generally includes a site visit, a review of reasonably
ascertainable environmental and historical record sources, and interviews with Property
owners, occupants, local agency representatives, and/or other persons with knowledge of
the Property. This Phase I ESA did not include subsurface investigations, soil or water
testing of any kind or of any type of environmental media, or identification and evaluation
of asbestos-containing building materials; radon; lead-based paint; lead in drinking water;
wetlands; regulatory compliance; cultural and historic resources; industrial hygiene; health
and safety; ecological resources; endangered species; indoor air quality; biological agents;
and mold.

1.3 Significant Assumptions

No significant assumptions were made for purposes of conducting the Phase I ESA for the
Property. All findings from the previous Phase I ESA are noted throughout the report.

Performance of the Phase I ESA for the site did not include a detailed inspection of adjacent
or nearby properties, except as can be viewed from public right-of-ways and reasonably
ascertainable regulatory files, if applicable.

This Phase I ESA report was prepared for the exclusive use of AEP (hereafter, the User).
Reliance may be extended to other parties with authorization from the User and express
written consent of B&N. Reliance on this report by others without User authorization and
express written consent of B&N is at their sole risk.

There are three structures located on the 162-acre lot, south
of State Highway 32 North. These structures are a dilapidated barn, an old residential well
house, and a chlorine storage building owned by Hope Water & Light. Several light
industrial properties are adjacent to the north, west, south, and east.

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3.0 USER PROVIDED INFORMATION

In order to qualify for one of the Landowner Liability Protections (LLPs) offered by the Small
Business Liability Relief and Brownfields Revitalization Act of 2001 (the “Brownfields
Amendments”), the User must conduct the inquiries as provided on the User Questionnaire

The land is currently used for pasture
or hay growth, it does not contain any business dealing with chemicals.

3.4 Valuation Reduction for Environmental Issues

The purchase price is comparable to the fair market value of the surrounding properties.
3.5 Commonly Known or Reasonably Ascertainable Information

3.5.1 Past Uses of the Property

The User reported the past uses of the Property as pastureland.

3.5.2 Current and Past Use of Chemicals on the Property

The User reported no knowledge of current or past use of chemicals on the Property.

There
are currently no occupants of the Property.

3.8 Reason for Performing Phase I

The Phase I ESA was performed at the request of AEP to help the Authority market the
undeveloped portions of the Property to future industrial companies.

4.3 Other Records

No other environmental databases or other record sources were reviewed for this Phase I
ESA.

4.4 Physical Setting Sources
4.4.1 U.S. Geological Survey (USGS) Topographic Maps

The Property is depicted on both the 2017 USGS 7.5-minute series quadrangle for Hope,
Arkansas and Sheppard, Arkansas (see Appendix A). Average elevation across the property
is 350 to 400 feet above mean sea level (amsl).

4.4.2 Physiographic, Geological, Hydrogeological, and Topographic Conditions

The sources were reviewed for information regarding physiographic, geological,
hydrogeological, and topographic conditions on the Property and environs:

According to the Arkansas Geological Survey Physiographic Regions, the Property is located
within the West Gulf Coastal Plain, which is a south sloping plain of gently rolling hills and
can be divided into two areas based on the age of the rocks. The area in orange consists of
Tertiary clays, sands and silts with lignite deposits and Quaternary gravels, and sands and
clays. The area in green consists of Cretaceous sand, clay, gravel, marl, limestone, and chalk
and Quaternary sand and gravel.

According to the Arkansas Geological Survey Aquifers, much of Arkansas” groundwater comes
from Quaternary deposits of sand and gravel in the Mississippi River Embayment. Irrigation
wells, with depths ranging from 100 to 200 feet, commonly produce 1,000 to 2,000 gallons
per minute (gpm). Although usable for irrigation and some domestic uses, the high iron
content of Quaternary aquifers makes the water generally unsuitable for human
consumption in many areas. The deeper aquifers, which underlie the majority of the Gulf
Coastal Plain, supply most domestic and municipal needs in this part of the State.

The Sparta/Memphis aquifer is located in the middle part of the Claiborne Group (also
Eocene in age). The Sparta is used in southern Arkansas and Memphis in the northeastern
Arkansas. The top of this major aquifer typically occurs at depths of 200 to 600 feet, and in
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some areas as deep as 1,000 feet. Individual wells may produce up to 1,200 gpm. Most
communities in southern and eastern Arkansas use this aquifer as their source of supply.
Other deeper units that are also used for public supplies include the Carrizo and Wilcox
(Eocene) and the Nacatoch (Cretaceous), however these deeper formations may often contain
saline water and therefore the area of usefulness is limited.

Topography in the vicinity of the Property is gently rolling with some flat areas.

According U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) Natural Resources Conservation Service
(NRCS), soil types mapped for the Property are summarized in Table 7 below.

4.5 Historical Use Information on the Property

4.5.1 Aerial Photographs

Aerial photographs for the years 1949, 1989, 1994, 2000, 2009, 2010, 2013, and 2015 were
obtained for review from EDR. Observations regarding the Property and surroundings are

summarized below in Table 8 for each photograph year.

The Property appears to be relatively vacant with some structures that appear to be
residential. There are no other industrial structures visible. Possible military activity
is to the north of State Highway 32 North. Hope Municipal Airport is visible to the
west.

1989

The resolution of the 1989 aerial photographs are poor and distinct observations
cannot be made. Some possible development is visible to the north of State Highway
32 North.

1994

The Property appears to be vacant agricultural/pastureland. Some structures are
visible on the 162-acre lot and the 72-acre lot. Some development is visible to the north
of State Highway 32 North.

2000

The resolution of the 2000 aerial photographs are poor and distinct observations
cannot be made. Some additional development is visible to the north of State
Highway 32 North and to the west near the rail spur.

2009/2010

The Property appears to be vacant agricultural/pastureland. Some structures are
visible on the 162-acre lot and the 72-acre lot. The water tower is visible on the 26-acre
lot. The visible surrounding development appears mostly as it does today. Large
areas of land to the west appear to be used for trailer storage.

2013/2015

The Property and surrounding area appear mostly as it does today.

Copies of historical aerial photos reviewed are provided in Appendix F.

4.5.2 Sanborn® Fire Insurance Maps

Sanborn maps are generally obtained as part of the environmental database review from

EDR. Coverage is generally limited to urban areas. As such, no Sanborn® maps were

available for this site.
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4.5.3 Local Street Directories

City Directories for the years 1999, 2003, 2008, and 2013 were obtained for review from EDR.
City Directory review results show that none of the listings were for the Property. The City
Directory search was performed for streets within the Property and joining cross streets. City
Directory review results are included in Appendix G.

4.5.4 Prior Assessments

One prior environmental assessment was provided for the Property. Appendix H contains
the previous environmental assessment. The following summarizes the document.

Environmental Site Assessment, Phase 1 for Industrial Park (Oakhaven Area) Hempstead County,

Arkansas, Hope Water and Li¢ht Commission, June 8, 1995, Huntingdon Engineering &

Environmental, Inc.

J Review of historical information revealed the site was formerly owned by the
U.S. Government and was part of the Southwestern Arkansas Proving Grounds.
Private landowners acquired the Property from the U.S. Government.

. There are no petroleum storage tank facilities listed or observed in the immediate
vicinity of the site.

J Site buildings were inspected from the outside. The water pump station contained
chloride gas, for adding chlorine to the drinking water.

Recommendations:

The Southwestern Proving Grounds could have some hazardous materials or pose
hazardous conditions on the site. Information gathered and reviewed show these activities
took place mostly north of the site.

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5.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE
5.1 Methodology and Limiting Conditions
A site reconnaissance of the Property was conducted by Ms. Krista N. Carter of B&N on

November 14, 2017. Site photographs depicting conditions during the site reconnaissance
are provided in Appendix I.

Limiting conditions noted were no access to the entirety of each lot.

5.2 General Site Setting
5.2.1 Current Uses of the Property

The Property is currently vacant. There are three structures located on the 162-acre lot, south
of State Highway 32 North. These structures are a dilapidated barn, an old residential well
house, and a chlorine storage building owned by Hope Water & Light. Several light
industrial properties are adjacent to the north, west, south, and east.

5.2.2 Past Uses of the Property

The Property was once used by the U.S. Government as a military base and part of an area
known as the Southwestern Proving Grounds. After WWII, the government sold the land to
private sellers.

5.2.3 Current Uses of Adjoining Properties

Current uses of adjacent properties are summarized in Table 3 (see Section 2.5).

5.2.4 Past Uses of Adjoining Properties

Past uses of adjoining properties include vacant, agricultural, and pastureland after WWIL
Prior to that, the area was used by the U.S. Government as a military base and part of an area

known as the Southwestern Proving Grounds. After 1945, the area became developed with
industrial properties.
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5.2.5 Current and Past Uses in the Surrounding Area

The surrounding area is mostly forested, pastureland, agricultural, or vacant land, with some
rural residential properties. Past uses include use by the U.S. Government as a military base
and part of an area known as the Southwestern Proving Grounds. Today, the northern
portion of the area is mostly industrial.

5.2.6 General Description of Structures

There were no residential or commercial structures on the Property. Three structures are
present, a dilapidated barn, an old residential well house, and a chlorine storage building
owned by Hope Water & Light.

5.2.7 Roads

Access to the Property is provided from U.S. 278 West and State Highway 32 North.

5.2.8 Potable Water Supply and Sewage Disposal System

Potable water and sanitary sewer are provided to the site by Hope Water & Light. Storm
water sewer is not at the site and occurs through natural drainage.

5.3 Exterior Observations
5.3.1 Chemical Products and Wastes Stored Outside

There were no hazardous substances, petroleum products, drummed wastes, or other
chemical products and/or product containers observed on the Property.

5.3.2 Aboveground Storage Tanks (ASTs)

There were no observed or reported ASTs or evidence of former AST locations on the
Property.
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5.3.3 Underground Storage Tanks (USTs)

There were no observed or reported USTs or evidence of former UST locations on the
Property.

5.3.4 Odors

No unusual odors were noted during the site walkover.

5.3.5 Pools of Liquid

No pools of liquid were observed on the exterior of the Property during the site walkover.
5.3.6 Drums

There were no observed or reported drums or evidence of former drum locations on the
Property.

5.3.7 Substance Containers (Identified and Unidentified)

There were no observed or reported substance containers or evidence of former substance
container locations on the Property.

5.3.8 Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs)

There were no transformers, capacitors or other major electrical equipment, or former
locations of these, observed or reported on the Property.

5.3.9 Pits, Ponds, or Lagoons

One pond was observed on the 72-acre lot. This pond was reported to be manmade and is
used to water the cattle.
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5.3.10 Stained Soil or Pavement

No significant areas of stained soil or pavement were observed on the exterior of the Property
during the site walkover except for inside the dilapidated barn on the 162-acre lot. There
was significant staining on the soil floor from possible former oil storage.

5.3.11 Stressed Vegetation
No areas of stressed vegetation were observed on the Property during the site walkover.
5.3.12 Solid Waste

No solid waste disposal methods were observed on the Property.

5.3.13 Wastewater

There were no process wastewater discharges and/or treatment facilities with exterior
components or discharges observed on the Property.

5.3.14 Wells

Two potable water wells were observed on the Property. Both wells were located on the 162-
acre lot. One well was located in a vacant well house just northeast of the dilapidated barn.
It is unknown how old the well is. The second well is located north of the dilapidated barn
and is located in a well house. This well is part of the potable water well network for the
area.

5.3.15 Storm Water

Storm water is handled by ditches and channels located on site. New development may
require additional storm water provisions.

5.4 Interior Observation

There are no structures currently on the property except for three structures including a
dilapidated barn, an old residential well house, and a chlorine storage building owned by
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Hope Water & Light. The interior of the dilapidated barn and the old residential well house
were littered with unknown substance containers with staining on the dirt floor of the barn.

5.4.1 Other Observations

No other interior observations pertaining to hazardous substances or petroleum products
were noted.

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY

In accordance with our agreement in April, 1995, Huntingdon Engineering & Environmental,
Inc. (HEE) performed an ESA of the above-referenced property (hereinafter, the site) for Hope
Water and Light Commission. The scope of service, objectives, extent and limitations of the

services and this report are described in more detail in the text of the report.

The site is in the Oakhaven area in Hempstead County, Arkansas on both sides of Arkansas
Highway 32 and east of Arkansas Highway 4.

Review of historical information revealed the site was formerly owned by the United States
government. It was part of the southwestern Arkansas Proving Grounds. Private landowners

acquired the property from the U. S. Government.

There were no PST facilities observed or listed within the immediate vicinity of the site.

Based upon this there does not appear to be an environmental concern from PSTs.

The site and buildings were visually inspected from the outside. Since buildings, except
dwellings, appear to have been built after 1978, no asbestos containing material is expected to
exist in the Industrial buildings. No disposed ACM materials were observed on the site. The

water pump station contained chloride gas, probably for adding chlorine to the drinking water.
Based upon the results of the Phase I assessment, Huntingdon presents the following:

o The Southwestern Arkansas Proving Ground could have caused some hazardous
material or condition to exist on the site. Information presented in the text of this
report indicate training took place mostly north of the subject property. It is

3.0 SITE DESCRIPTION

property in a general north-south direction. A railroad spur connects with the main track just
south of Funder America, Inc. The spur crosses Highway 32 and services industry on the
north side of Highway 32 as well as Funder America, Inc. A more detailed description of the
property is provided later in this text but the site consists mostly of pastureland to the west,
plowed fields to the southeast and a pasture area to the northeast. A legal description, by

Webb’s Surveying, of the property is found in the appendix.

4.0 RECORDS REVIEW

4.1 Historical Use Information

reasonably ascertainable historical sources such as aerial photographs, city directories,

Ownership sometimes leads to possible business that could have produced hazardous waste.
A more detailed, descriptive ownership was observed but did not alter the basis for the

research, thus, the detailed ownership is not presented.

4.1.2 Historical Interviews

Interviews with persons familiar with the site were conducted to obtain information pertinent

to the environmental evaluation of the site.

Interviewee: Mr. David Fincher
Mr. Fincher stated he has been an employee of Hope Water and Light for nine (9) years. He

has been aware of this site for that period of time. Mr. Fincher is not aware of any hazardous
spills that have occurred on the site. Mr. Fincher does not know of any hazardous waste that

may exist or have been disposed of on the site.

Mr. Fincher indicates the transformers observed on the power lines do not contain any PCB’s.

He indicated Scott, an individual client on the site, manufactured potting soil and Hope Agra

6
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manufactured potting soil. He indicated Funder America utilized laminated plywood or particle
board. He knows of no hazardous waste these industries might produce. Mr. Fincher had no
knowledge of any lagoons on the project. He stated there may be some cattle ponds on the

site,

The substation being constructed would transmit up to 115,000 volts on the high side and

13,800 volts on the low side. He believes the site was mostly farm land development.

The interviewer noticed activity on the site. Mr. Fincher indicated the construction work was
the laying of a sewer line and a water line. He was not aware of any UST’s on the site but
did not know if existing plants had UST’s. The large power line along Arkansas Highway 32
is a 115,000 volt line.

Interviewee: Mr. Buddy Wesson

Mr. Wesson is with Temple-Inland. He has been in the area for about one year. His company
is building a large plant about 1/2 mile north of the subject site. Mr. Wesson does not know
of ahy hazardous conditions or spills which may exist or have occurred on the site. He stated
the area was a second World War Training base. The base was about 50,000 acres. He noted
the government returned the land for civilian use. He is presently leasing the old Ernest May

residence for a temporary office complex.

Mr. Wesson indicated at least one little pond existed on the subject property. He also noted

the site had received about 42" of rain the last month or so,

Interviewees: Mr. Ernest May and Mr. Galen May
Mr. Ernest May has been aware of the site for about 35 years, Mr. Ernest May preferred the

interviewer to ask questions to his son, Mr. Galen May.

Mr. Galen May came to the Texarkana area around 1949 or 1950. Other than diesel fuel that
may have dropped on the ground while filling farming equipment, Mr. May knows of no

hazardous spills. He stated the area was a military proving ground. He stated the gunnery
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positions existed north of the subject property. He stated there were no oil field refineries or
oil wells he was aware of. He knew of an old septic tank in the pasture at the southeast corner
of the intersection of Highway 4 and Highway 32. It was part of the old airport west of
Arkansas Highway 4.

Mr. May had a 4 inch diameter 170 foot deep water well on his old house location. Mr.
Ernest May indicated a 2 inch well by the house was capped off. Mr. Galen May said there
may be another 4 inch water well on the north part of the property. Mr. May noted there were

several Hope Water and Light wells about 1,100 feet deep in the area.

Other than small containers of one to five gallons, Mr. May said the subject site was not used

to store pesticides.

4.2  Physical Setting Information

4.2.1 Topography

The site is generally rolling land. Large elevation changes did not occur on the site. The
elevation changes that occur were not steep changes. A creek traverses the property north-
south. It is generally west of the railroad track south of Arkansas Highway 32 and east of the
railroad track north of Arkansas Highway 32, Two other drainage areas appear mostly on the

south side of State Highway 32.

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4.3  Regulatory Review

The purpose of the records review is to obtain and review reasonably ascertainable records that
will help identify recognized environmental conditions in connection with the site. Information
requested and not received within 20 days after the report date will not be incorporated into
this report. The approximately minimum search distance (MSD) for the site vicinity review
is noted under each database listed below. Regulatory data for facilities with recognized
environmental conditions is within the appendices of this report. Remaining regulatory support

data will be maintained with the Huntingdon project file.

4.3.1 Federal Database Information
Federal NPL Site List
The NPL was reviewed to identify CERCLIS facilities within the area around the site. No

NPL was located in the 1 mile radius.

Federal CERCLIS List

The EPA CERCLIS database identifies facilities that have potential releases of hazardous
substances as reported under CERCLIS, Section 103 or private citizens. RCRA-permitted
facilities do not appear on this database, but NPL facilities are typically listed. No CERCLIS

facilities were found in a 1/2 mile radius.

Facilities listed in the RCR database are designated as hazardous waste treatment, storage, and
disposal (TSD) facilities, hazardous waste generators or hazardous waste transporters.

5.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE
The objective of the site reconnaissance is to obtain information indicating the likelihood of
identifying recognized environmental conditions in connection with the site to the extent not

obstructed by bodies of water, adjacent buildings, or other obstacles.

The site and adjoining properties were visually observed on May 24, 1995 by Huntingdon
Environmental Professional Engineer, Lloyd G. Hoover, P.E. The purpose of the
reconnaissance was to note visual or olfactory evidence of recognized environmental
conditions. Additionally, reconnaissance of adjoining properties was performed to identify land

use and associated potential recognized environmental conditions.

5.1  Site Observations

5.1.1 Site Overview
Access to this property is off State Highway 4 and State Highway 32. Beginning on the west

side of the property a creek runs north/south and contains water. A low ponded area next to
State Highway 32 with mud and water exists. The west side is bounded by State Highway 4.
West of Highway 4 Hope Airport exists. The west side of subject property is mostly pasture

land. The southwest corner is partly wooded with pasture area. The terrain is rolling land.
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The northwest area has a drainage ditch thirty feet north of Highway 32. It appears to drain
to the creek. A residence with a barn is located 50 to 100 feet east of Highway 4. The

dwelling is now being used as a temporary office.

Funder America is located at 3754 on Highway 32. It is surrounded by pasture and fields.
A parking lot surrounds the building. Several stacks of old railroad ties are found along the
spur that services Funder America. The south side of the property is wooded, especially along

the creek line along the south boundary.

Three barns were noted on the south side of Highway 32 going east. A cattle pen was noted
in the north side as you go east on Highway 32. This is on the subject site. Further east on
Highway 4 Hope Industrial Park is located. Hope Concrete exists at the entrance of the IP
road. This is not on the subject site. m$is being constructed. It is surrounded with
mostly pasture land. There is activity going on in the Park. Supplies were being stored. Thi

area is not on the subject site.

An elevated water tower, substation, power plant and storage yard were noted just off State
Highway 32. These areas were not on the subject site. Homestead County Road #275 dead
ends at the Hope Agri products plant. This is the westerly line of tract 3. A power line runs
the length of the road back to the plant. As-neted-a—water-tower—is-on-the-north-side-of

Highway 32-just-before—you-get-to-County-Road—275. This is part of subject property. A

pasture with drainage ditch is found on the east side of County Road 275.

5.1.2 Description of Specific Site Features
Topographic Observations
The surface drainage on the site appears to flow to the south. The land is rolling.

Odors were noted on subject site.
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Drums and Other Containers

No hazard material containers were observed on the site visit.

PCBs
Transformers were noticed on one power pole on the subject site. Information supplied

No oil drains or sump areas were observed during the site visit other than normal runoff water

drainage areas.

Pits, Ponds or Lagoons
A cattle pond was observed on the property. A low area that contained water (mud hole) was

noted.

Three water wells exist on the site. These are private water wells not is use.

5.2  Adjoining Property Observations

Adjoining properties were visually examined from public access right-of-ways to make a
cursory assessment of the current land use and its potential for recognized environmental
conditions which may have impact on the site. Reconnaissance of adjoining properties was
performed by viewing land use from legal boundaries or by walking upon the adjoining

properties that were legally accessible. Adjoining development to the site is as follows:

North: CSI and Southwest Shavings Broiler Mix near Highway 4 about 1/4 mile north
of property. Temple-Inland Construction, wooded area about 1/2 mile northeast
of Railroad Scotts Co., Hope Water & Light substation, and two deep wells.

South: Pasture area, creek with trees.
East: Commercial building east of side of tract 3 property.
West: Highway 4, Hope Airport.
